BRUT is a new collective of six emerging designers from Belgium, sharing a sensibility for the architectural, the sculptural and the emotional potential of a design object or situation.

BRUT will make its debut during the Salone del Mobile (Milan, 2018) and considers this outstanding international platform as the ideal environment to introduce its motives and concepts. 

BRUT is much more than just a group of designers with the same nationality: it is an attempt to co-define the circumstances, allowing each designer to articulate and – in the same time – transcend his or her individual qualities. 

As such, BRUT provides a context where the specific characteristics (or idiosyncrasies) of six design practices can come together, start a dialogue and coincide. This is further encouraged by a collectively decided scenography and is guided by the underlying motto: Bold movements & emotions beyond functionality.     
For its debut in Milan, BRUT chooses charcoal as the main element for the scenography. This raw material – with a close relation to Belgium’s’ industrial history – will be used to create a landscape from which various plateaus will rise up, meant as the substructures to present the individual works.

This combination of natural, raw resources and architectural elements will be a constant throughout all the presentations of BRUT and materializes the vision and identity of the collective. 

By sharing the same scene, the objects are enabled to ‘fuse’ as well visually and conceptually and to express a collective narrative.
