POLLICE ILLUMINAZIONE: POLLICELIGHTGALLERY and POLLICELIGHTLAB

Pollice Illuminazione, one of the most innovative and bespoken actors in the lighting design scene since 1908, will showcase two of its outstanding initiatives at the 2019 Fuorisalone: the preview of Florencia Costa’s striking light sculptures FC01 and FC02 at PolliceLightGallery (via Giovanni Rasori 12) and, a few steps away, the launch of the visionary PolliceLightLab (via Guido d’Arezzo, 11a). 

PolliceLightGallery is a space where special editions and specialized products have always been designed and produced using innovation, art and technology. PolliceLightGallery’s collection is enriched this year with the addition of two light wall sculptures, FC01 and FC02, brass light paintings designed by Florencia Costa, Argentine architect and designer, with noteworthy professional experience. The designer's work studies, in particular the compositional role of light, where the strategic alternation of light and shadow are used to enhance the more "material" aspects of building. In FC01 and FC02, produced in limited editions, light is in fact treated as a material, with its own consistency and bodily properties, able to fascinate. The FC01 is characterized by a brass top, slightly away from the frame, which cuts a curved central void; the FC02 is unique for its thin, reflecting surface, suspended in a void. In both luminous sculptures, light filters past the front screens, exalts the boundaries, dialogues with the shadow, inviting the eye to go further, to explore the depth of the pieces. "They are paintings of light, they are experiences: color, intensity, temperatures... They are of the order of subjective experience. They are not objects. The shapes that create this light are sculptures, spatial compositions, whose perception changes under natural or artificial light." Florencia Costa










[bookmark: _GoBack]PolliceLightLab opens in Via Guido d'Arezzo, in Pollice Illuminazione’s original space for molds and lamp prototyping, as a research and support laboratory for the design of the light of the future. The space, masterfully renovated by Vittoria Tamanini Pozzi together with Marco Pollice, acts to provide place for meeting and exchange between architects, artists, designers and enthusiasts who bring and share different skills, with the common goal of deepening the world of light and its influence on human well-being. Here science and art, creativity and design, sustainability and handicraft production, tradition and innovation will converge. Large, bright and conceptually innovative, PolliceLightLab, is not a regular showroom – it provides new modes of communication and adds a modern projection room to the display tables.  The other partners in this venture are Tekna lighting, Bottega 1949 precious woods, Zava lighting, CJC designer switches, Gamba windows, Officinarkitettura modern wallpaper, Geda faucets, Strackk, the shelf of the future, Photinus and Nowatt the sun light energy. The synergy between these high-quality, established brands, ensures the permanent presence of a team of professionals on site to provide technical support, project assistance and continuity during the year.
